LAITY DEVELOPMENT GRANT POLICY

Eligibility:



Grants are available for lay people in the Diocese of Manchester who are wishing to undergo training in one of three areas:

A)   Shared Ministry in Local Parishes

B)   Life and Ministry beyond the Gathered Church

C)   Christian Adult Learning

Priority will be given where the training is clearly seen to fit within a parish or deanery strategy, and particularly to people living and working in U.P.A Parishes.  The Board reserves the right to ask for further details of the quality and content of the course.

Types of Grant:

One off grants up to a maximum of £75 per annum.

Priority will generally be given to those who are applying for the first time. As a general principle grants are made for one year, rather than over consecutive years.
Applications To:

Application Forms should be sent to Helen Fallone at the Discipleship and Ministry Department, where they will be processed. Please make sure that the form has been countersigned by the Incumbent (or Church Warden, in the case of a parish vacancy). Successful applicants should receive a grant payment within six weeks of our receiving their application form. In the case of unsuccessful applications, a letter will be sent giving an indication as to why a grant could not be paid in this instance.
