Copyright Questions

On this short page you will find all the answers you need regarding 

copyright issues for producing God Friday as a special time of worship for all who come. Please do not take short cuts with the copyright - this could mean you will be breaking the law!

Please note that we have endeavoured to locate to copyright 

holder and details for everything on this CD. If you spot any errors or omissions please contact the Evangelism Task Group so that we can rectify them. Thank you.

The CD

The CD has been produced by the Evangelism Task Group of the Diocese of Manchester and is, therefore, copyright the Diocese. As you have purchased the CD  with your resource pack we are happy for you to copy it for other members of your  planning group so that the planning for your 'God Friday' can go as smoothly as possible.

However, please do not pass copies out to people outside your parish. They have not  contributed and this would be a breach of our copyright.

After this year's 'God Friday' is over you may use the resources as you see fit  in other situations. e.g. schools, youth groups, house groups etc., but the CD cannot be copied for use by those who have not contributed to the 'God Friday' project. Thanks for your understanding and co-operation with this.

Images

Most of the images on this CD have been especially taken for 'God Friday' and may be freely used in this context with no copyright issues. The images available under the 'crosses' and 'faces of Jesus' are largely copyright. Please read the copyright notice which accompanies these images, either as Powerpoints or Word documents. Some artists require that you contact them prior to use, some are copyright free if you own a particular DVD and some are free of copyright restrictions.

The fact that the images are on this CD does not necessarily give you a right to use them in public so do take care.

Recorded Music

All recorded music is subject to copyright restrictions. However, if you own a copy of the music legally, then it is accepted that you can use it in a worship setting. "Owning legally" means that either you or someone  in your congregation owns either the CD or has downloaded the music from a legal  download site - you've paid for it in other words.

This means that you cannot used copies of burned CDs that you have 'acquired'. There is a grey area. If you own the CD or downloaded track it appears to be acceptable to burn a CD with all the tracks you need so as not to have to change CDs during the worship. Such a CD should be destroyed after use.

Hymns & Songs

Hymn and song words fall into one of two categories: copyright or public domain. Generally speaking older hymns are often public domain and have no copyright restrictions on using the words in print or being projected. It is customary to credit the author.

Most modern hymns and songs are subject to copyright and must be dealt with in a different way. The easiest way to publish these words is by obtaining a Christian Copyright License, CCL, (see www.ccli.co.uk ). This enables you to print and project all the words to songs we have listed - and many more, over 9000. If you are producing a printed service sheet for the service and intend to use it 

just for this one service it is generally acceptable to print song words 

as long as the copyright holder is acknowledged.

To check whether a hymn or song words are copyright of public domain you can search on the CCLI site.

You cannot photocopy song music without a license. Although the words may be public domain the book you will copy from will not be. To copy music you need a Music Reproduction License, MRL, from CCLI www.ccli.co.uk .The cost of these licenses is negligible in comparison with a fine for breach of copyright.

Liturgy

It is perfectly acceptable to use the liturgical resources, either  in printed form or projected, in worship as long as the copyright source is named.  The details of the copyright will usually be found at the front of the book concerned.

If printing liturgical resources out on a service sheet it is acceptable to 

include sources and copyright information at the end. If in any doubt Mark Earey's book "Producing your own ORders of Service" (CHP) is useful.

Other Resources

The bulk of the other resources (drama, poems, responses etc.) 

have been especially written for 'God Friday' and may therefore be used without any copyright restriction. The only exception to this are the monologues as they  have been taken either entirely, or adapted from, "Stages on the Way". Please see the copyright notice will the monologues.
