Response Ideas for God Friday
RESPONSE 1

1) 
Have a cross at the front of your meeting in a central position with a steel bucket at it’s feet. 

2) 
Explain that by Jesus’ death all our wrong doings (sins) are wiped away from a repentant heart because of his love for them. 

3)
Get the congregation to write down a problem that leaves them feeling guilty or upset, on a piece of paper fold it up and place it in the bucket. 

4) 
Lead the congregation out side and say “By his death our sins are forgiven”. 

5) 
Then set fire to the pieces of paper and when the fire goes out, dismiss the congregation from there.

RESPONSE 2

1) Give a small flat stone to everyone at the door as they enter.

2) At some point during the service proclaim Jesus as being the

light of the World. Use tapers to light a tea light and place it on a metal tray on a table at the front.

3) When you talk about Jesus dieing use another metal tray to

snuff out the candles. He died for us and because of us.

4) Explain that Jesus the light of the world died for them and he

was placed in a tomb, the stone was rolled in front of it. Place a stone on top of a tea light as a physical example of what happened to Jesus.

5)
Ask them to come back and take a tea light and place a stone on it and let them take it home and place it in a prominent place, and that they should remove the stone on Sunday and light the candle. Jesus the light that was extinguished has risen. And we have access to God.

RESPONSE 3

1) Get a piece of wood, or make a cross of wood.

2) As you talk of the crucifixion, invite people to hammer nails 

         into the wood.

3) Remind people that, Jesus died for each of us because of

our sins and because loves us so much. The nails remind us of his love and sacrifice. 

RESPONSE 4

1) 
Give people a small stone.

2) 
Get them to visualise their stone as their lives, which have positive and negative areas in.

3)
Ask them to place their rock (their life) at the foot of the cross. This is both as a reaction to what Christ has done for them and as a gesture of their intention to follow him for the rest of their lives.
