* Write your Will for free online

Will writing can often seem like a time consuming and expensive thing
to do — and that’s a big reason why many people put it off. The Church
of England has partnered with award-winning online Will-writing
company Farewill to offer a free online Will writing service (RRP £90).
You can complete from the comfort of your home in less than 30
minutes.

This is being piloted for the first time in 2021 in Manchester and
Winchester dioceses to help the church to understand whether a
national Will-writing scheme would be a useful resource in the future.
