· fails to attend the governing body meetings – without the consent of the governing body – for a continuous period of six months, beginning with the date of the first meeting missed (not applicable to ex officio governors); may not be re-nominated as a foundation governor for the following 12 months
· has been removed from office as an elected governor within the last five years

Bankruptcy

· is subject to a bankruptcy restrictions order; an interim bankruptcy restrictions order; debt relief restrictions order or interim debt relief restrictions order
· has had their estate sequestrated and the sequestration order has not been discharged, annulled or reduced

Disqualification of company directors

· is subject to: 
i) a disqualification order or disqualification undertaking under the Company Directors Disqualification Act 1986
ii) a disqualification order under the  Company Directors Disqualification (Northern Ireland) Order 2002
iii) a disqualification undertaking accepted under the Company Directors Disqualification (Northern Ireland) Order 2002
iv) an order made under Section 429(2)(b) of the Insolvency Act 1986 (failure to pay under a County Court administration order)

Disqualification of charity trustees

1. refuses a request by the clerk to make an application to the Disclosure and Barring Service (DBS) for a criminal records certificate.
