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Recognising and honouring the contribution of Caribbean people and their
descendants in the UK. An invitation to reflect on justice, belonging and community.

How to include and acknowledge Windrush Day in your service:

e Use the prayer included during intercessions.

e Sing a hymn to encourage faithful daily living, redemption, resilience, and identity in God.

e Light a candle that represents thanksgiving, remembrance, and hope for those from the
Windrush generation.

¢ Invite a reflection from someone of Caribbean heritage to share a story or message.

e After the service, learn more about Windrush History through music, food or videos that
celebrate those contributions.

e Embrace Caribbean culture through gospel music and art.
